Nate: John Taylor Wood was the grandson
of Zachary Taylor and the nephew of
Jefterson Davis. Ar the start of the Civil
War, Wood resigned his commission at the
U.S. Naval Academy and received a
Lieutenant's Commission in the
Confederate Navy. Active throughout the
war, he is best known for his daring raids
against cnemy ships. In January 1862, the
Navy Deparrment assigned him to the iron
clad 8.8 Firginia. His first duty was w0
collect and rrain a crew for the converted
vessel which larer went info action against
the ironclad 1288 Monszar.
