Silver
crossguard with ball finials. Silver terrule and
pommel cap. Bone grip of round section
carved in deep relief with leafy branches and
Mexican eagle and snake. Leathensheath
embroidered tn silver thread with flowering
branches. Silver throat and tip,

Length overall 14% inches.
